Problem Description:

Cooper Tire & Rubber Co. (Cooper) is recalling certain Cooper Zeon LTZ tires size 275/55R20 XL Extra Load tubeless tires
manufactured September 1, 2015, to September 14, 2015. The affected tires may experience tread cracking or tread lug chunking
during use. As such, these tires fail to comply with the requirements of Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard (FMVSS) No. 139,
"New Pneumatic Radial Tires for Light VVehicles.”

Consequence:
Tread cracking or tread lug chunking may cause a loss of tire pressure, increasing the risk of a crash.

Remedy:
Cooper will notify owners, and dealers will replace the tires, free of charge. The recall is expected to begin in January 2016. Owners
may contact Cooper customer service at 1-800-854-6288.

Please be reminded that under Federal law, this agency is to be notified of all safety defect and/or
noncompliance decisions within five business days. 49 CFR 573.6 Significant civil penalties can be assessed for this violation.

As stated in Part 573.7, submission of the first of six consecutive quarterly status reports is required within one month after the close
of the calendar quarter in which notification to purchasers occurs. Therefore, the first quarterly report will be due on, or before, 30
days after the close of the calendar quarter.
