SERVICE PROCEDURE

WARNING:  Suspension fasteners are critical parts that affect performance of vital components 
and systems.  Tighten fasteners as specified.  Measure the distance from the center of the wheel 
hub to the lip of the fender with the vehicle in a level, static ground position (ride height) before 
dissasembly.  When securing the new toe link, it must be secured at the previously measured ride 
height.

WARNING:  Tighten the suspension bushing fasteners with the suspension supported at ride 
height or with the weight of the vehicle resting on the wheels and tires, otherwise toe link and 
bushing damage may occur.

1.  Replace both rear toe links and all fasteners.  Please follow the Workshop Manual (WSM) procedures 		
     in Section 204-02.

NOTE:  The toe links must be secured at ride height during replacement.  See Figure 1.
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
