Problem Description:

Keystone RV Company (Keystone) is recalling certain 2019 Crossroads Cruiser recreational trailers with the water heater installed
under the slide out. The exhaust location for the water heater may result in carbon monoxide or propane gas entering the living
quarters.

Consequence:
If carbon monoxide or propane gas enters the living quarters, it can increase the risk of injury.

Remedy:
The affected vehicles are still in dealer inventory and Keystone will relocate the water heater, free of charge. Owner letters will not
be sent. Owners may contact Keystone customer service at 1-866-425-4369. Keystone's number for this recall is 18-335.

This prohibition does not apply once the motor vehicle or motor vehicle
equipment has been remedied according to the manufacturer's instructions.

As stated in Part 573.7, submission of the first of six consecutive quarterly status reports is required within one month after the close
of the calendar quarter in which the recall begins. Therefore, the first quarterly report will be due on, or before, 30 days after the
close of the calendar quarter.
