Problem Description:

Triumph Motorcycles America, LTD (Triumph) is recalling certain 2019 Speed Triple RS motorcycles. The Quickshifter Assembly,
TSA body may contact the gear change linkage clamp assembly and interfere with gear changes, possibly resulting in a missed gear
or false neutral.

Consequence:
A missed gear or false neutral can lead to sudden loss of acceleration, increasing the risk of a crash.

Remedy:
Triumph will notify owners, and dealers will replace the linkage clamp assembly, free of charge. The recall is expected to begin in
December 2019.

Please be reminded that under 49 U.S.C. § 30112(a)(3), it is illegal for a manufacturer, to sell, offer for sale, import, or introduce or
deliver into interstate commerce, a motor vehicle or item of motor vehicle equipment that contains a safety defect once the
manufacturer has notified NHTSA about that safety defect. This prohibition does not apply once the motor vehicle or motor vehicle
equipment has been remedied according to the manufacturer's instructions.

As stated in Part 573.7, submission of the first of six consecutive quarterly status reports is required within one month after the close
of the calendar quarter in which notification to purchasers occurs. Therefore, the first quarterly report will be due on, or before, 30
days after the close of the calendar quarter.
