This notice is sent to you in accordance with the requirements of the National Traffic and Motor Vehicle Safety Act.

The Toro Company, manufacturer of the Toro LC922 Log Splitter, has decided that a defect relating to the Log splitter
safety exists in certain Model Year 2017 through 2019 Toro Log Splitters. Our records indicate that your Log Splitter is
included in the affected population of units.

What is the CONCERN? Toro determined that certain Toro LC922 Log Splitters (22618 & 22618HD) left the
manufacturing plant without the proper tow pole bolts, or tow pole bolt torque. As a
result, the tow pole bolts may loosen or break. Loose or broken tow pole bolts could lead
to an increased risk of the unit separating from the towing vehicle, or tipping over. If the
tow bolts break, the log splitter can tip over or detach from tow vehicle, increasing the
risk of an injury.

What will TORO DO? Toro will replace the tow pole bolts at no charge to you and increase the tow pole bolt
torque. Toro has shipped the needed bolts to each Home Depot location on record
having a log splitter. Labor to update will be reimbursed to Home Depot once the rework
has been completed. We are dedicated to always delivering the best customer
experience, and respect for your time is a top priority. The needed parts have been
shipped from Toro, and the repair takes about 15 minutes to complete. (See attached
service bulletin SWS#126)
