SUMMARY

On December 10, 2020, Acura notified NHTSA of a stop sale and safety recall for certain 2013-2015 ILX and
2013 ILX Hybrid vehicles for improperly manufactured driveshafts that may corrode when driven under
certain road conditions, increasing the risk of a crash. Refer to your eResponsibility report or do an iN VIN
status inquiry to determine which units in your inventory are affected.

Failure to repair a vehicle as necessary prior to sale may subject your dealership to claims or lawsuits.
