Which vehicles are involved?
Certain model year 2017-2021 Chevrolet Camaro

What is the issue or condition?
The plastic “Camaro” branded emblem in the front-driver airbag cover may separate
during a front-driver airbag deployment.

What symptoms may be experienced? What warning signs may be associated with
the issue or condition described?
None

What is the remedy/repair?
Dealers will replace the front-driver airbag module.

What is the safety risk? Is the vehicle safe to drive?
If an emblem separates during an airbag deployment, there is increased risk of injury in
a crash.

Does the customer have to pay for this remedy/repair?
No, this repair will be done at no cost to the customer.

Is the remedy/repair available now?

What should customers do until recall repairs can be completed? Are there any
special instructions?
