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Jaguar Land Rover North America, LLC has informed the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA) of its intent to perform a Recall on certain Land Rover vehicles imported into the United States
market. Information relating to this Recall will be posted on the National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration website.

United States Federal regulations require that retailers must be notified within a reasonable time after the
manufacturer decides that a defect that relates to motor vehicle safety or a noncompliance exists.

United States Federal law requires retailers to complete any outstanding Recall service before a new vehicle is
delivered to the buyer or lessee. Violation of this requirement by a retailer could result in a maximum civil
penalty of up to $22,992.00 per violation and $114,954,525.00 for a related series of violations.

This Aftersales Bulletin serves as notification to all Land Rover retailers in the United States and Federalized
Territories that any affected new vehicles may not be sold and delivered for customer use until the Recall
repair is completed.

DESCRIPTION OF ISSUE

Customers have reported fuel odor, the amber Malfunction Indicator Lamp on the Instrument Cluster illuminating
and occasionally liquid fuel on the ground.

The driver may also experience fuel odor and in some circumstances, with the vehicle static, there could be liquid
fuel underneath the rear of the vehicle, which in the presence of an ignition source could lead to a fire.

ACTION TO BE TAKEN

Use the Jaguar Land Rover claims submission system to make sure that the vehicle is affected by this Program
prior to undertaking any rework action.

Retailers are required to HOLD affected new vehicles that are within your control and refrain from releasing the
vehicles for new vehicle sale pending completion of the rework action.

Jaguar Land Rover North America, LLC recommends that affected sales demonstrator and loaner vehicles are
repaired before use and that used vehicles are repaired before sale. Retailers who choose to proceed against this

recommendation, where legally permitted, must clearly and conspicuously disclose the open recall to the
applicable customers.

Currently no parts are available to repair these vehicles. A Technical Bulletin will be published once repair
instructions are finalized and any required parts have been procured.
