This notice is sent to you in accordance with the National Traffic and Motor 

Vehicle Safety Act.  Porsche has decided that a defect, which relates to 

motor vehicle safety, exists in certain 2020 to 2021 Model Year Porsche 

Taycan Vehicles. 

What is the issue?	

There is a possibility that screw connections on the upper control arms 

of the rear axle were not tightened to specification and could loosen. If 

the screw connection fails, it may degrade vehicle maneuverability and 

increase the risk of a crash.  .

What will Porsche do?	
Porsche is conducting a safety recall to replace the screws and install 

them according to specification, free of charge. In addition, the chassis 

components will be checked for associated damage and replaced in the 

event of damage.

What should you do?

The necessary parts to complete this recall are 
now available.  Please contact any authorized 
Porsche dealer to schedule an appointment to 
have this recall performed as soon as possible 
and to arrange for Porsche-provided alternate 
transportation, if necessary.
