June 20, 2022: Blue Bird Field Service noted improper shift cable to gasoline fuel line clearance on June 20,
2022, after being alerted by New York Bus Sales on unit F524910. Luke Myers within BB field service
inspected 9 units in the chassis field and noted 85% of audited units had the transmission shift cable rubbing
on the gasoline fuel line at the left rear corner of the engine. The Quality Department was notified and
immediate stop gap corrective actions were implemented. Field Service and Quality Assurance team members
engaged and collaborated on stop gap measures to re-route the shift cable closer to the toe-box to increase

clearance to the fuel line.
