Description of the Defect: The laser weld of the hook spring to the outboard side of the front passenger
seat frame may be incomplete.

Description of the Safety Risk : If the vehicle is involved in a collision, the weld could break, causing the seat
back position to fail, which can increase the risk of an injury.
Description of the Cause : During production, the protective lens of the laser welder became
contaminated with weld spatter, inhibiting the welder’s monitoring system to
detect and judge the laser input necessary to sufficiently complete the weld.

Owners who have paid to have these repairs completed at their own
expense will be eligible for reimbursement, in accord with the recall
reimbursement plan on file with NHTSA.

Recalled components have an insufficient weld between the seat back
frame assembly and the hook spring.

The supplier increased control measures for the laser welder’s protective
lens and monitoring system to perform proper welds.
