• Refer to the “Current ODIS Service Version” circular found in Elsa2Go Service References. 
 

 The battery charger is connected to the vehicle battery and remains connected for the duration of 
the software update. 
 

• Battery voltage must remain above 12.5 volts for the duration of the software update. Failure to 
do so may cause the update to fail, which could result in damage to the control module.
