Uncage the brake chamber by tightening
the release bolt to a torque of 15 ft-Ib. (20
CAUTION Nm) minimum, 52 ft-Ib. (70 Nm) maximum.
DO NOT use impact tools to cage or
uncage the brake chamber.
Cage the spring brake by rotating the
brake chamber release bolt counter-clock-
wise. The force to compress the spring
must not exceed 33 ft-Ib. (45 Nm) during
the caging process.
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
