This bulletin announces a design change of the front coil spring to address a cracking-type sound
coming from the suspension when turning left or right. The sound is a result of interference between
the front coil spring and the strut bearing. The design change increases the amount of turns in the coil
spring which minimizes the area between the spring and strut bearing and eliminates the sound.
